Nurture Ministries at First Congregational Churantinues to encompasses the caring ministrieseothurch: Ste-
phen Ministry; Visitation Ministry; Flower Deliverpinistry; Meal Delivery Ministry; Prayer Shawl aitllow Minis-
try; Prayer Circle and Coffee Hour.

Stephen Ministry/Visitation Ministry

Stephen Ministry and Visitation Ministry are coardied directly by the Nurture Ministries Coordirratdreferrals to
these ministries most often come from co-pastoasplCand Ralph. The Nurture Ministries Coordinasoresponsible
for matching the persons serving in these miniatgas with the individual needing care.

Stephen Ministry continues to be led by Ginnie 8heBue Coghill, Dick Oelschlager and Cynthia Tleordhe lead-
ers’ provide training and egoing education for this ministry. They also leéad monthly Supportivision group. Sup-
portivision is a peer supervision/support group gravides support and oversight to those involivettis lay ministry
program. It is a vital and key component to thisistry as it provides Stephen Ministers with regybeer and leader
support to help the Stephen Minister grow theimgagifts. It also helps to ensure that care remsiare given the best
possible care while participating in this ministBuring 2014 two new Stephen Ministers were trainad commis-
sioned to serve in this ministry.

Presently, there were 8 ministers that provided ta6 individuals. We find that we are servindiuduals on in long
term relationships with Stephen Ministers. Stepkimisters meet one-on-one with their care recaivfer approxi-
mately 1 hour per week. This has led to hundréd®uors of lay ministry care being provided oves fiast year.

Stephen Ministry also provides a series of booksiarieving to those that been affected by lo$ss Ts a series of 4
books that are provided to a person over the cafraeyear. In 2014, 11 individuals were recipseot this book se-
ries.

Flower Delivery Ministry

Giving of altar flowers has been encouraged inpi&t year by putting a sign-up sheet in the narttiteople who give
flowers decide whether the flowers will be delivitte someone or taken by the person providing ltweefrs. Volun-
teers in the Flower Delivery Ministry group delivdunday’s altar flowers to people who are unablattend worship
services, recovering from hospitalization or haxpegienced a loss or crisis. Currently there ape@ple who assist in
delivering flowers. In 2014, altar flowers werelidered to people about 70% of the time. Abouitridviduals re-
ceived flowers on a rotating basis as they are lentabjoin us for worship services. This meant tha@se individuals
receive flowers about 2-3 times per year.

Meal Ministry

Meal Ministry is coordinated by volunteers from tbengregation. During 2014 Meal Coordinators haaud-
ed: Andrea Schneider, Jodi Braun, Sue Coghill &ue Verzal. Each coordinator takes lead respdmgifor a two
month period of time. Their role is to arrange ffeople to deliver meals to those that need thdlowimg hospitaliza-
tion, iliness, injury or a loss in their familyt has become more uncommon that the offer of nisascepted. Those
who do accept the offer it is very much appreciat€dere are over 30 volunteers that can be chlettie coordinators
to prepare meals for home delivery. Andrea Sclareashd Sue Coghill have discontinued coordinatitinvould be
helpful to have 2 new coordinators in this ministry

Prayer Shawl and Pillow Ministry

Pray Shawl and Pillow Ministry is coordinated byeSDoghill. Volunteers in this ministry make shawatsd pillows
that can be delivered to people who are ill, recogefrom surgery or are homebound. These iterasiestributed pri-
marily by Carol and Ralph during pastoral caretsisi

Prayer Circle

The prayer circle allows those with the gift ofardession to serve others at FCC by praying focears that are sub-
mitted. Prayers are listed on a password protegedusite that members of the pray circle accesa their home com-
puters. There is also a phone chain for membetiseoprayer circle that do not have access torttegriet. Currently
about 20 people participate in raising other’s eons in prayer via the pray circle. Cynthia Huntees concerns on
the Prayer Circle during the week; Ginnie Sheréemsrconcerns on weekends.
